	Reason for activity


	Where did the idea for this activity originate from?

For example: Jacob 9/02/11 – brought in a sensory book from home, or Salina’s mum shared that Salina is ‘obsessed with cooking at home’ 14/05/11

	Time required:


	What time do you anticipate to conduct the experience? How much time will be required?

	Resources required:


	List of resources required for the activity if special resources required include where to access the resources. For example: recycled materials = donations from families or the recycling depot.

	Play Area:


	Where the activity is to be set up including a backup plan. 

For example, activity to be set up outside on a table in the shaded area, if raining/windy activity to be set up inside in Craft area.
